The Sermon on the Mount

Matthew shows us, in this first major teaching block, that
Jesus is the new Moses; he is the man who is not only the
teacher of the law but the fulfilment of it. Jesus makes it
clear that all our outward action is to spring from renewed
hearts and minds. Here are instructions for all true
followers of Jesus the Messiah.

2 Corinthians

So far we have seen how Paul has opened his heart to
the Corinthians, even though they had been very rude to
him. He feels the need to instruct them on giving, and of
seeing their strength in weakness. Behind all that he says
is his awareness that the gospel of Christ crucified is to be
the motive behind all we say and think and do.

Elijah — the Prophet with a Powerful Word

James 5:17 tells us two things about Elijah. First ‘he was
a man just like us’ and second ‘when he prayed that it
would not rain — it didn’t rain for three and a half years.’
Whenever Elijah prayed or spoke God's word — things
happened. In this series we will see how God used this
ordinary man to do remarkable things and how these
events help us to understand the ministry of both John the
Baptist and of Jesus.
